Michael came on the boat to Philadelphia, 10/2/1752
Michael named as father of Peter (16 years old so he would have been born about 1755) in confirmation 5/9/1771 in Montgomery Co. Lutheran Church. Peter’s brother Andreas (17 years old) confirmed at same church 14/5/1775.
Michael left a will and named his son Peter as an heir (as well as Andreas and others)-1/26/1796 (inventory was 3/26/1796 so he died somewhere in that period). Registered, Reading, Berks, Co. Peter would have been about 41 years old.
Peter (from Montgomery Co) deed shows land purchase in White Deer Tnsp, North’d Co., 11/1/1802. Peter would have been about 47 years old.
Edgar Spotts deed shows connection from Peter (now Peter, Sr.) to Peter, Jr. to Samuel.
Samuel (born 1/24/1817) baptism certificate (in White Deer Tnsp) names Peter Sr and wife Rebecca as grandparents and Peter Jr and Maria as parents. Peter Sr. was about 62 years of age.

Samuel Spotts (4/2/1842) release to Joseph Spotts administrator for inheritance from grandfather, Peter, Sr. and grandmother, Rebecca, which Samuel inherited through his father, Peter, Jr., who died before Peter, Sr. Samuel was 25 years old.
Samuel Spotts, Jr (L351)- I’m not sure which Samuel this is and the copy is not complete enough for me to get the whole picture, but it does present a list of  Peter Sr. heirs including Joseph and his brother and sister.


#5 is a certified birth certificate that again shows the lineage from Peter Sr and Rebecca but can also prove yours because of the proof I sent you that Peter, Jr is a brother to Joseph. #8 is the translation of the German to English as the original birth certificate was in German.
Incidently, I have Michael's will in German, also.
 

#6 tells where the birth certificate was found.
 

#7 is my Samuel but your Joseph is the executor of his father's will. It again shows the relationship of Peter, Sr, Peter, Jr and Joseph.
